You'll want to come up with some-
thing that you can remember easily. But never put any

personal.

personal infermation in your password. Generally, pass-

words should contain ot least eight characters and
should be made up of numbers and letters. Be careful
not to make your password easy for anyone to figure
out. For instance, if your birthday is December &, don't
make your password decemb06é. That gives away way
too much information about you. And don't tell anyone
except your parents your password. As much as you
might love and trust your best Friends, they aren’t your
parents and should not be given this code. After all, do
you really want your friends to read your email?

Here are some ways to have fun
and create a super-secret password:

Use eight characters that are a combination of let-
ters, numbers, and even o punctuation mark.

Mix uppercase and lowercase letters.

You know that you can say anything you want
on your blog, but should you?

Seriously, you may not want to think about
the future, but having a blog makes it impossible
not fo. That's because words in cyberspace can live
forever. And forever is a really long time. It may be
longer than you know. Suppose you write something
an your blog. After a while, you take it off. You think
it's gone? It's not. Your blog host service keeps search-
able records, and Internet search sites like the Internet
Wayback Machine [www. archive org) keep records
of blog material back to 1995, even after your host
lets them go.

All right, maybe you're still not warried
about the far-off future. Think about your blog in a
more personal and “today” way. let's say that you've
had a fight with your friend Brad. You've trashed him
on your blog in some mean ways — maybe in ways that
you think are funny. Writing all that made you feel bet-
ter. It entertained a few of your friends, and Brad didn't
see it. Yesterday, you and Brad made up at schoal,
resolving your conflict peacefully. But today, after
schoal, you were supposed to meet Brad and a few
other kids for a quick basketball game. You show up,
but Brod is not there. You find out that last night

..... FEE SRR
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another friend e-mailed your blog to Brad, and now
he is angry. He's even angrier now than he was when
you were arguing. After all, you've said incredibly
nasty things about him. You can’t take them back.

You can't say you didn't say them, because they're
right there, in writing, in the cyberspace community.
Brod has seen them, and he knows that countless
other kids have, too. How are you ever going to be
his friend again?

Or, maybe when you were angry with Brad
you emailed your friend Aisha and told her about all
the crummy things that Brad did. But you clicked SEND
accidentally before you realized that the address it was
going fo was Brad's, not Aisha's, which you must have
mistakenly selected from your address book. And it
wasn't a message you wanted Brad to see — ever!
When you put things online in writing, you have to be
extremely careful. Words out there in cyberspace can
come back to haunt you. Of course, you can protect
yourself from sending emails accidentally by not filling
in the TO field until the very end.

They can pretend to be something or someone
they're not. That's one of the big differences between
your actual world and the virtual world. If you meet
someone face to foce and she is a 40-year-old woman,
she can't convince you that she is a 14-year-old boy.

But in the cyberspace community, she can — and you will
probably believe her. You have no reason not to.

That is why you have to be careful about
the people you meet online and what you tell them.
Online, it's tough to tell the good guys from the bad
guys. You're one of the good guys. That you know for
sure. But beyond that, you can’t be sure about anything
that happens online. You may think you know who
you're talking to, but you really don't know who's on
the other end, sitting at that computer.

Have you ever gone online and thought you were
talking to a friend, but in fact it was another kid
using your friend’s screen name? It happens all the
time. It may be embarrassing, but it doesn’t cause
you any real harm.

Meeting people online can be fun and
exciting. But online is where that kind of meeting
should stay. Never plan to meet someone in real life
whom you've “met” only online. You just don't know
what you might be getting yourself into. If you foolishly
ignore that advice (and you really shouldnt) and mest
someone anyway, then don't be stupid enough to go
alone. Take friends — as many of them as you can.
Meet in a public place, such as a busy mall or @
bowling alley. Don't go anywhere alone with anyone
you “met” online. And, if this meefing is not something
you can fell your parents about, then you know for sure
you shouldn't be doing it. Generally, if you are thinking
about doing something you don't want your parents fo
know about, you already know it's the wrong thing

to do.

You have the right to say what's on your mind, right2
Americans have a right to free speech, given to them
by the First Amendment of the U.S. Constitution.
Canadians have rights guaranteed them in the
Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms, including
the freedom of expression.

So, can you say whatever you wante No, you can't,
Just because you might want to doesn’t mean that

you may say things about people that aren't true.

With millions of pages of information, theugh,
how do you know where to starf2
Get the basics:

The Internet is a network of millions of
computers, each filled with information. When you
research online, you're trying to find the computer that
has the information you seek. When you log on fo the
Internet, you use what's known as a browser [the pro-
gram on your computer that gets you to the Internet] to
see pages on the World Wide Web (that's the “www"
that you see in Internet addresses|.

When you lock up things online, you are
trying to find the Web pages that have the information
you need. But how? How are you going to look
through billions of pages fo find the ones you need?

Let the Search Engine...Search!

To find information online, you use o
program called a search engine. Why is it called
o search engine? Because it searches the Web far
you, seeking the information you need. How does
it know what to lock for2 Again, simple. You tell it
what to lock for, and off it goes.

The key is what you tell the search engine to
find for you. The better the information you give the
search engine, the better the job it will do for you.

Let's say you choose the search engine called
Google. (There are many search engines, and they
change all the time.] First, you go to Google's home
page at www google.com. Then you type in the
information you need.

But if you type only “fish," Google will find
way too many pages about fish. (Try it. You'll get
more than 400,000,000 poges o look ot.) You need
to be more specific to try to cut down on the number
of pages a search engine will find for you

Try fyping in "pet fish” fo see how many
poges you get this time. Now you get more than
17,800,000. That's better, but i's still a lot of pages.

Let's say you have an angelfish as a pet.
You type in "angelfish pet food,"” and this time you
get about 150,000,

Let's say you ore looking up o specific
persan. Perhaps you are writing a report about
Alice Paul for Women's History Month. You can
type that persen’s name into a search engine and

put it in quotation marks — "Alice Paul” — and you'll
get about 203,000 pages. But if you know thot she
was a leader in the women's suffrage movement, and
you add the word “suffrage” to your search, you cut
the number of pages down te about 64,000, Maybe
you don't know the word “suffrage,” but you know
she hod something to do with voting. Add just that
word fo your search, and you get about 83,000
pages instead of 203,000.

You get the idea. Making your search
term as specific as you can gets you more exact
information. Of course, a total of even &4,000
pages is more than you're going to look at.
What you'll probably do is hit the first few until
you find what you need to know.

Ask Questions About the Source

1. Is this a person?

Look at the address and see whether it contains
someone’s name. |f the address includes something
that locks like “jbrown,” it means that this page is
likely someone's personal page. While J. Brown may
be a really smart guy, you probably don't want to
add his information to your report because you can't
be sure if it is fact or just his opinion. Move on and
lock for a page that is not someone’s personal page.

2. What is the domain?

At the end of a Web address, you see the domain.
That tells you if the information is offered by a U.S.
government source (“.gov,” “.mil," or “.us"), an
educational source (".edu”), a nonprofit organization
(".org"), or a country (".ca" tor Canada or “.uk”

for United Kingdom, for example). Then you can

ask yourself whether the domain is the right fit for

the information you found. If you are locking up Alice
Paul, for example, and the Web address of one page
is www.cwhi.org, you can determine that that page
was posted by the Connecticut Women's Hall of
Fame, a nonprofit organization. Given that Paul

lived in Connecticut and that this is a nonprofit
organization whose purpose is to teach people

about the women from that state, you can assess
this information as being more reliable than it
might be if it came on a page with the address of
www.jbrown.com. It doesn’t mean that J. Brown's
information about Paul might not be right, it just
means that you are locking for information likely
to be more accurate.

3. Who is the publisher?

Does that make sense? The publisher of the
information usually shows the computer or server
that hosts this information. That is usually found
in the beginning of the address, right after the
“www" part. Let's say your local newspaper is
the Sunny Days Times. The Web address might
be www.sudaytimes.com. If you come across
information online that is published by a
newspaper that you are familiar with, you

can usually assume the information is reliable.

4. What can you find out about the source
of the information on its Website?

Look at the Web page you found for a section
that tells you about the source. This information
can usually be found under a heading called
“About Us” or “Bio” or “Background.” In our
example about the Connecticut Women's Hall
of Fame, you can click on "About Us” and
find information about whe runs this group.
Then you can decide whether that erganization
seems reliable and whether you can use its
information comfortably.

Once there, you might find twe great
paragraphs that recap the game. Terrific. You copy
and paste those into your report. Then you add some
statistics that you also found on the NFL's site and
on some other sports sites. You write some more
infarmation in your own words about the history
of the Super Bowl. Are you good to go?

No, you are not. You have stolen from the
NFL. That's illegal, and it's cheating. When you
took just those two paragraphs off the NFL's site and
pasted them info your report, you viclated the NFL's
copyright. The NFL owns those words. You are not
dllowed to use them without permission. It says that
right on the site, but even if it didn’t, you must know
that you can't take information that you found online
and use it as your own. It's stealing, just as if you
had broken into the offices of the NFL and stolen a
few signed footballs. Stealing words and ideas is
called plagiarism.

Plagiarism means taking other peoples’ work
and using it as your own. It doesn't matter whether you
find that information in a book or online. If you didn't
write it yourself, it isn't yours

You may use information that you find
online. But you must do it properly. You must take
the information, read it, and either paraphrase it,
summarize it, or quote it. That means reading

it in your own words.

Here's an example. Suppose your
assignment is fo research alcohol vse among teens.

Here is the paragraph you find online:
"Alcohol is the No. 1 drug choice of teens, The
average age for trying alcohol is 11 for boys and
13 for girls. The three leading causes of death for 15-
to 24-yearolds are automobile crashes, homicides,
and suicides. Alcohol is a leading factor in all three
Besides death, the problems with alcohel are many
and serious. For one, alechol is addictive. That means
that some people, once they start drinking, won't be
able to stop. Their bodies will actually crave and need
olcohol. People who start drinking before they are 15
are tour times more likely to become addicted than
people who wait until they are 21 to drink.”

Is it okay to paraphrase it this way?
“Teens choose alcohol as their No. 1 drug choice.

Usually, boys try it at age 11 and girls start at age 13.

Automobile crashes, homicides, and suicides are the
three leading causes of death in people ages 15-24.
Alcohol may be involved in all three of those, And
some people get addicted fo alcohol and must drink
once they start. If you start drinking by age 15, you
are four times more likely to be an addict than if you
wait until you are 21 to drink.”
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Mo, that's not okay. In that paragraph
the words are not exactly the same, but they are
still close encugh to the original to be considered
plagiarizing. Here is how you might summarize
the original paragraph in your own words.

Alcohol can kill teens. They use it more than
any other drug. Teens who start drinking ot an early
age can get addicted.

Writing it this way, you show that you read
the material and you understand it well enough to
explain it in your own words

If you want to include exactly what socmeaone
said or include exact statistics, you may, but make
sure you use quotation marks and tell the source
where you found the material

There are lots of sites online to help you
learn how to paraphrase. You can find one by
typing “paraphrase” into a search engine.

For many sites, in order to shop, you
must first register, When you register, you give lots
of personal information, including your name, address,
phone number, and even credit card information.
That's why you must be careful when shopping
online to protect your identity from thieves.

Instead of
shopping only in the stores you can get to in your
town or city, the whole world becomes your mall
Think of the variety of choices. Think of the many
ways fto find the best prices and save money! And
the Internet never closes, so you can truly shop until
you drop.

So, do shop online, just keep a
few things in mind: Use a secure browser,
At a sofe site, you will often o see a picture of @
key showing that it's locked. For shopping, look
for a Web address that starts with “https,” not just
"hitp."” (The letter “s" at the end means that it's
a secure site.)

Don’t open any e-mails unless you
know the sender.
Don't open any attachments that come from strangers.
They might have viruses that will attack your computer,
Make sure you have antivirus software installed on
your computer.

You can find lots of things for sale online at
auction sites. On those sites, such as Ebay and
others, people post items for sole and buyers bid
the price they are willing to pay. If's ckay to

use these sites, but there are some things fo keep
in mind.

Check the seller’s history.
Good sites have information about the seller listed
so that you can see whether this is a good person to
buy from or sell fo.

Stay on the site. If a seller offers you
a deal off the site, den’t fall for it.
Buying and selling through the site is safer than a
direct deal. And make sure the seller’s address, the
place where you send your money, is the same one
listed on the site. Some sellers let you pay through a
safe service, such as PayPal. This guarantees your
maney will get to the right place
